I Have, Who Has

The game I Have, Who Has provides lively, active, interactive vocabulary review.   It can also be used to review any paired or question/answer information: math problems, science questions, etc.  

1. Use the I Have, Who Has template to create a set of cards.  Type in a word and tab to the next word.  The answer on each card is the question on the next.  

2. Distribute all the cards among students in random order.  Make sure all cards are used – some students may have more than one.

3. Ask the student with the first card to begin by reading the card, e.g., Who has ‘astronomy’?

4. All students check their cards. The student with the correct answer reads his/her card, e.g., I have ‘astronomy.’  Who has ‘ecology’?. 

5. If a wrong answer is given, stop the play discuss reason why answer is incorrect and work problem out with students.

6. Once the correct answer is found, begin play again with the student holding that correct answer card.

7. Play continues until the student with the last card reads.

8. Students may exchange cards and begin play again.
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
